FAQ’s for Sponsorship Evaluation  
THE PROGRAM: What is the Little League Softball World Series (LLSBWS)? 
The LLSBWS is the final stop in the annual challenge to become the world champions of Little League Softball. Local Little Leagues choose an All-Star team that plays a series of tournaments including a District level, State level, Divisional level, a Regional level, and then for the seventeenth consecutive year in Portland, the World Series. At each step along the way, only the tournament winner advances. This program is to Softball in Little League, what the World Series in Williamsport, Pa. is to Baseball. 
MEDIA: What type of coverage and additional exposure does the Little League Softball World Series offer?  
Champion and Diamond-level sponsorship will provide exposure to the millions of fans around the world who follow Little League All-Star tournament play. We will enjoy LIVE broadcasts on ESPN for three games.
